Hearing and Agreeing With God
Knowing God’s will is a prerequisite for the prayer of agreement.
Habakkuk 2:1
o Habakkuk was a man who sought answers.
o Habakkuk saw a dying world, and it broke his heart.

e Why is there evil in the world?

e Why do the wicked seem to be winning?

e He boldly and confidently took his complaints directly to God.

e And God answered with an avalanche of proof and prediction.
e Most of the first chapter is devoted to his questions.

e Aschapter two begins, Habakkuk declares that he will wait to hear
God's answers to his complaints.

e Then God begins to speak, telling the prophet to write his answer
plainly so that all will see and understand.

When Habakkuk was troubled, he brought his concerns directly to God.
After receiving God's answers, he responded :

Habakkuk's example is one that should encourage us as we struggle to
move from doubt to faith. We don't have to be afraid to ask questions of
God. The problem is not with God and his ways but with our limited un-
derstanding of him.

Habakkuk got alone in order to get God’s perspective. Before | can effec-
tively pray in agreement with others | need to spend time with God so |
can get in agreement with Him.

Before I can effectively
pray the ‘prayer of
agreement’ | must be
able to HEAR GOD and
AGREE with HIM first.

The OT prophet Habak-
kuk serves as a model
for hearing God and
then praying a powerful
prayer of agreement
with God.

The watchman and
watchtower, often used
by the prophets to show
an attitude of expecta-
tion and here are
pictures of Habakkuk's
attitude of patient wait-
ing and watching for
God's response.

Watch: From root
arise, arouse. To watch,
to refrain from sleep. In
a moral and religious
sense. Attention to
God's purpose—mindful
of threatening dangers
and an alert mind, keeps
it from all drowsiness
and all slackening in the
energy of faith and con-
duct.
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2. Are you willing? O*+,
Mat 26:41 Watch and pray, lest you enter into temptation. The
spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak."

The tension between what we ought to be and what we are.
Actually the flesh is drawn into the worlds way of reducing
the standard!

1. Unlike the disciples who fell asleep, Habakkuk declares his commit-
ment to ‘seeing.’

2. Theword ‘see’ in this passage means spiritual observation and compre-
hension by means of seeing dreams and visions.

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C. Listen to God
He will say to me...

1. Are you willing to listen?

e Hosea: Heartache—Hearing God meant living out a message full of unfaithfulness
and heartache with his wife.

e Jeremiah: Cursed As a result of hearing God, Jeremiah was cursed, mocked, put in
jail, dumped in a well, beaten and no one believed his message!

o Isaiah: No clothes: God told him to go naked for three years.
Are you SURE YOU WANT TO HEAR FROM GOD????

2. 4-fold process of hearing

1 Thessalonians 2:13

because when you received the word of God which you heard from us, you welcomed i not
as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which also effectively works in
you who believe.

e Listening to God: The Bible is our guide for all the ways God communicates to us.

e Understanding: What God says...

c. Confidence: “accepted
the of God...”
e Trusting in what God says

d. Change: “performs its
[the Jwork...”

o Transformed by the word of God: being transformed by what God says...the
work of the Spirit.

At the heart of all prayer is FAITH. Habakkuk questioned God, doubted God and won-
dered what He was doing or not doing. Through it all he prayed a wonderful conclud-
ing prayer of agreement and faith:

Hab 3:17 Though the fig tree may not blossom, Nor fruit be on the vines; Though the labor of the
olive may fail, And the fields yield no food; Though the flock may be cut off from the fold, And
there be no herd in the stalls—

Hab 3:18 Yet I will rejoice in the LORD, I will joy in the God of my salvation.

Hab 3:19 The LORD God is my strength; He will make my feet like deer's feet, And He will make

me walk on my high hills.
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
